The 2009 RI Convention is the 100th RI convention, so I as a Governor-elect attended it in Birmingham, England from
June 20¢h undil 24th with a convention theme as ‘Meet with the East and the West together’

United Nations Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon attended without notice and made a speech for RI President Dong Kurn
Lee. I truly thought his speech as United Nations Secretary-General was a wide and watching a world or magnificent one.
The goals of RI are continuously clean water, starvation and hygiene and improved literacy and his speech, some of
lectures or working sessions mainly took place theme of these goals.

Clarissa Brocklehurst, UNICEF's chief of water, sanitation, and hygiene, spoke about a current status of the need for clean
water. And especially I was impressed an actress and UNICEF goodwill ambassador Mia Farrow, who was a polio patient,
delivered an address of ‘Knowledge accompanies responsibility’.

There are 6 to 11 subjects respectively from 4 plenary sessions, 5 working sessions and various events. Therefore one
Rotarian could attend 5 sessions at the maximum and these are substantial programs.

There were elections of 2010-11 RI President-nominee, Governor-nominee and 201011 RI Board-nominee at the forth
plenary session on the 24th, and Governor-elects are involved in delegates from their districts and they had to say “Yes’ for
positive vote or ‘No’ for negative, but all of them said “Yes'.

At a luncheon that John Kenny, Rl-elect invited all of Governor-elects, I had a seat next to RI President Dong Kurn Lee
by chance and we had various talks together and many things would be written to you. So please ream ‘Rotary No Tomo’
August in detail.

But I would like to note the activities of Tokyo Ebisu Rotary Club on the 2750 District. I hope you will read the report of
Setsuko Sakakibara who is an organizer of Tokyo Ebisu RC at the Governor’s Monthly Letter in August.

This is first time to be occupied a friendship house separately and be held the working session. At the begging of the
speech of Sakuji Tanaka, a Chairperson of RI Convention in Birmingham, speech of the clean water project in Thailand
by Toshio Sakamoto, past Governor of the District 2750, Tokyo Hachioji RC, Clarissa Brocklehurst, UNICEF's chief of
water, sanitation, and hygiene, Ron Denham of Nairobi RC from Nairobi of WASRAG (Water & Sanitation Rotarian
Action Group), and Setsuko Sakakibara of Tokyo Ebisu RC were panelists and discussed with vivacity. It was really 90
minutes discussion. The clean water project in Nepal was one of their topics.

As for other activities of Tokyo Hachioji East RC and Tokyo Ebisu RC at the 2750 District, I think that the clean water
project at Chuuk that has being carried out by the Keihin Group, as you know, needs to greatly spread out the clean water.
But I think that another fundamentally important matter is that how the clean water produces into the nature and the
functions of trees that carbon dioxide absorbs and the oxygen emits are remarkable matters. That is saying, that recoveries
to pant tress onto destructive mountains. These effects don’t come up quickly, but the age of our grandchild or
great-grandchild makes big problems unless we neglect for it. Or is this a set of political issues, isn’t this. We make the
mountain green. And I additionally say that the small child is educated.

I used to live in England for about 7 years when I was an office worker. I have made an unforgettable memory that I
visited good old places and spent with old friend together before and after the conference in London.

After coming back from the conference, I have attended various Rotary events and am busy to preside at my events. I am

looking forward to meeting you at the official visiting.
